DEFINITIONS

Restorative therapy services:

Therapy services performed with a reasonable expectation that the recipient’s function will
improve significantly in a+easenableand-predictable period of time. Members receiving
restorative therapy are expected to be repaired backdo theifibaseline. Medicaid State Plan
covers all restorative occupational therapy needs..

Maintenance or habilitation therapy services:

Therapy services that are repetitive and required to maintain functions and that are performed
without a reasonable expectation of significant progress in a reasonable or predictable period
of time._Members receiving maintenance therapy are not expected to be restored to their
baselinefof functionality, however, the therapy helps them maintain functionality and
independence.

PROVIDER REQUIREMENTS

A Physical Therapist must be licensed in accordance with state regulations and enrolled as a
