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Project Goal:
· Individual Grantees: Complete an assessment of your school’s policies as they relate to asthma and environmental air quality. Design a clean air campaign that will help raise awareness about clean air policies and enforce those policies on the campus.  Present this information to the school administrators or school board to gain support. 
· Group Grantees: Have each nurse or asthma educator in your group assess school policies at a different school, or have your group assess policies for an entire school district; design a clean air campaign that will help raise awareness about clean air policies and enforce those policies on campus. Present this information to the school administrators or school board to gain support. 
Preparation:
· Download copies of the asthma friendly school policy checklist form and presentation template from the website. 
 
· Locate your school policy manual and request permission to review the policies
   
· Review the manual to locate policies related to air quality and a healthy school environment
    
· Use the asthma friendly school policy checklist form to assess the gaps in asthma friendly school policies and procedures at your school.
  
· Coordinate with the Montana Asthma Control Program to obtain posters, no idling signs, and other campaign promotional materials to display in and around the school

· Schedule a time to meet with school administrators or the school board for a presentation on their asthma friendly school policies and procedures

· Use the asthma friendly school policy presentation template to fill in your findings. Include your clean air campaign plans.

· Plan a clean air campaign centered on tobacco free schools, no idling policies, or other clean air initiatives. 

Follow-Up:

· Present your findings and campaign to the school administrators or school board; note how the recommendations are received and if any action steps are taken as the result of your recommendations

· Use available resources to carry out your planned clean air campaign. 
· Optional activities: 
· Announce the clean air campaign in the school newsletter and/or school’s morning news
· Contact the local press about the clean air campaign to help raise more awareness about the importance of clean air in and around schools.
