As part of mini-grant provide by the Montana Asthma Control Program (MACP), I have chosen to carry out a school based asthma intervention. Through my project I have identified students in (your school/school district) with a doctor diagnosis of asthma. Using tools provided by the MACP, I have evaluated asthma control among students with asthma and I have confirmed that (name of the child) does in fact have uncontrolled asthma.

Uncontrolled asthma can lead to missed school days for the child and missed work time for you. If not careful, uncontrolled asthma can also lead to expensive emergency department visits and additional medication. Luckily, there are resources to help you and your child gain control over their asthma.  

The Montana Asthma Home Visiting Program, or MAP, includes six contacts from a registered nurse, including at least four in-home visits, provided over the course of a one-year time period. Each participant receives mattress and pillow covers for their bed, a workbook to track their progress and notes, a High-Efficiency Particulate Absorption (HEPA) filter if they have a pet or a tobacco smoker in the home, a home assessment of asthma triggers, and comprehensive education on asthma triggers and medications. The program is free of charge and all personal information will be kept confidential. 
As a school nurse/asthma educator I believe your child would greatly benefit from participating in the Montana Asthma Home Visiting Program. I recommend that you contact the asthma home visiting nurse for the MAP in (your county).
