Home Made In the 406

Selling cottage foods, or 
foods made in a home 

kitchen, became legal in 
October of 2015.  Since 

legalization, 55  
Montanans have 

registered as operators in 
the following counties.

Each recipe is reviewed by 
the local health 

department to ensure it is 
a non-potentially 

hazardous product, but no 
inspections occur.
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The type of product registered is reflected in the "Word Cloud" 
above, larger words represent more common products.
