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Overview of Acute Coronary Syndrome Toolkit – Spring 2010
This ACS Toolkit has been compiled by the Montana Cardiac Workgroup.  The purpose of this resource is to assist all Montana hospitals in the delivery of care for patients with Acute Coronary Syndromes (ACS). ACS is a collection of cardiac disease that spans the continuum of disease from new onset of effort angina to ST elevation myocardial infarction. As cardiovascular disease represents the number one killer of Montanans, standardization of care plans and treatment guidelines will assist in the delivery of care and may lead to measurable improvement in survival for patients with this disorder. 
The tools in this kit have been carefully extracted from national guidelines that have been developed and endorsed by the American College of Cardiology and the American Heart Association. They represent practical applications of the guidelines that are useful for Critical Access Hospitals as well as the largest hospitals in Montana.  Included is a quality score card, which is an incredibly valuable tool to help all of the members of the continuum of care team – from pre-hospital to cardiac rehabilitation - deliver better care to our patients.
