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The following tables show cases of chlamydia and gonorrhea reported to the Montana STD Program during MMWR year of January 4, 2015 through January 2, 2016.

· Compared with 2014, the number of chlamydia cases has increased by 29 and 404 more cases of gonorrhea reported in 2015 (Tables 1 and 2). The increase is likely attributed to expanded screening and more sensitive tests, improved reporting or may reflect a true increase in disease.
· 4.3% of reported chlamydia cases have no race reported and 3.8% of gonorrhea cases have no race reported. Reclassification of these cases could change the disease burdens of other races.
· By the end of 2015, 22 total cases of syphilis were reported.
· Chlamydia is the most commonly reported disease in Montana and the U.S. In 2015 (n=4176), the rate of chlamydia increased by 0.5% from 409 to 411/100,000 population (Figure 1). The national rate of chlamydia in 2014 was 456.1/100,000 population, an increase of 2.8% since 2013.
· In 2015, the rate of gonorrhea infections in Montana was 83/100,000 population (n=838) doubling from 2014 compared with the U.S. rate of 110.7/100,000 population in 2014 (Figure 2).* Rates are based on 2013 population estimates.
