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The meeting was called to order by June Hermanson at 8:00 AM
Members Present: June Hermanson. Mary Olson
Members excused: Jim Brown (Previous engagement)
Staff Present: Bill Harant
Bill requested authorization to attend the SILC Congress in January. The committee felt that this would be very beneficial and approved the request
Bill reported that he has been working on the Governor’s report and has the first two pages formatted. He requested input on what the Committee would like to see in the report. The committee wants the report to be short (no more than 4 pages) and concise. Bullet points are preferred to narrative when possible.
The Nov. SILC meeting was next discussed. The meeting will be from 9:00 AM – 4:00 PM with a half hour lunch break.
The committee would still like to have a presentation by the VA, however after some discussion it was decided that this presentation should be pushed to the January meeting so that the VA representative would have a face to face presentation rather than one over the phone.
Other agenda items for the November SILC meeting discussed were committee reports, a report from Jim Marks, NCILS and April reports, Governor’s report update, etc… Bill will review the notes from the Aug Executive Committee meeting and compare them with the SILC minutes to determine whether there are any carry over items that need to be added to November’s agenda. Also needing to be discussed is how the SILC will support the CILs for the 25th Anniversary of ADA. Additionally the election of Officers will take place. The committee will advance the slate of Mary Olson as Chair, Elizabeth Varnum as Vice Chair and June Hermanson as Secretary. Other nominations will be accepted from the floor. It was requested that the public comment period be place at 11:30 AM on the agenda. There should also be a discussion of WIOA during the meeting with updates regarding its implementation and impact. 
Due to the nearness of the SILC meeting Bill will need to have a draft SILC agenda drafted by COB today and submitted to the committee for approval.
Bill reported that there are 4 new member applications, 3 of which have also completed the Governor’s application. He has been attempting to contact Wyatt Henderson to see whether he has completed the Governor’s application or needs assistance with it. He has not had any luck in his attempts. June provided another number for Bill to try. Mary will also attempt to contact him. The Committee would like to see him complete the process as they feel a youth member is needed on the SILC.
Legislative day was discussed. It was suggested that Joel Peben be invited to discuss legislative activities. Bill will need to contact the CILs to get a headcount of attendees from each of them as well as their needs from the SILC for Legislative day.
