A description of variables that are required for STD investigations are listed below, many with screen shots. If the variable is required for data reconciliation purposes, there is also a column name from the reconciliation report and a short description about why that variable is important to an investigation.


Patient Tab: Date of Birth (%DOB), Race (%Race), and Ethnicity (%Eth)
The reporting of date of birth, ethnicity, and race provides demographic data necessary for determining the incidence and prevalence of communicable disease in populations. Targeting resources and education to those populations most at risk for infection assists in preventing transmission of STDs and other communicable diseases. Age and race demographics are very important in providing partner services notification.

Patient Tab: Zip Code (%Zip) and County
The zip code is required in order to establish jurisdiction for follow up.
Patient county of residence is a variable that is sent to CDC.


Case Info. Tab: Average Diagnosis to Local Days and Average Local to State in Days
· Diagnosis to Local Days is calculated from the date the disease was diagnosed to the date the disease was reported to the local health jurisdiction (earliest Date reported to County). 
· Local to State is calculated by subtracting Earliest date reported to County from the Notification Creation Date in MIDIS. It is the average for all cases reported during a quarter. Please remember to click on the Create Notification button to “stop the clock” for this reporting calculation.

Whether or not a patient is hospitalized is an indicator of severity of disease.

Case Info. Tab: STD Cases Lost to Follow Up (%STD LTF)
The question “Patient lost to follow-up?” is used to determine if the patient was not locatable or not responsive to contact. CDEpi and the STD Section expect that some patients will be lost to follow up despite your hard work to find them. In general, a case that is interviewed and treated (when appropriate) would NOT be marked as lost to follow up. This variable is monitored for your tracking purposes only, it is not part of the PHEP E5 deliverables.

Core Info. Tab: Pregnancy (%Preg Ans) - Females Only
Pregnancy has important implications when diagnosing and treating STDs. Pregnant women with STDs are at-risk for transmitting infection either through intrauterine or perinatal transmission to their fetuses, ultimately leading to potentially debilitating conditions for the fetus. Also, laboratory testing and antibiotic treatment recommendations for STDs frequently differ for pregnant females compared with non-pregnant females.
