Apply Universal Precautions

Full PPE including N-95 mask and gown

History from family/bystander/caregiver:

Has the patient recently been sick with
symptoms suggestive of COVID-19 (fever,

lower respiratory symptoms (ie cough, SOB,

difficulty breathing))?

Contact medical
control as needed

Consider LUCAS to
minimize personnel

If need advanced airway —

place King LTS-D

Suspected COVID-19

Compression only CPR
Oxygen 6 Ipm via NC
Surgical mask over nose
and mouth

Unknown
COVID-19

Compression only CPR
Oxygen 6 Ipm via NC
Surgical mask over nose
and mouth

Asystole/PEA or
no shock advised

Risk factors: cardiac
disease, lung disease,
diabetes, kidney disease,
Immunosuppression

Consider early
termination of
resuscitative efforts

Contact medical

control as needed

V-fib/V-tach or
shock advised

Standard ACLS
resuscitation

Maximum 3 mg
Epinephrine

Contact medical

control as needed

Use viral filter (eg HEPA)
if available with BVM
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
