The Montana Veterans’ Home 

(MVH) was authorized by the 

fourth Montana Legislative Assem-

bly in 1895, only six years after the 

state joined the Union.  The first 

building was dedicated May 30, 

1896, and the first resident was 

admitted June 21, 1897.  The initial 

purpose of the Home was to serve 

Veterans of the Civil and Indian 

Wars. 

 

Located along the Flathead River 

just a few miles from Glacier Na-

tional Park in the beautiful Flathead 

valley.  The Home is a 105– bed 

skilled nursing facility that includes 

a 15-bed Special Care Unit for 

those with advanced dementia and 

Alzheimer’s disease.  The facility 

also has a 12-bed domiciliary for 

those not needing nursing care.  

Honorably discharged Veterans and 

their spouses are eligible for admis-

sion to MVH. 

 

An individualized care plan is devel-

oped for each resident and is moni-

tored by a team of professionals.
