
IBA is an alternative qualification that can deliver Level II BSS. IBAs must also be under
the supervision of a Board-Certified Behavior Analyst-Doctoral (BCBA-D), Board
Certified Behavior Analyst (BCBA), or Board-Certified Assistant Behavior Analyst
(BCaBA). To be qualified as an IBA one of the following training requirements must be
met:
