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must be written indicating that a bathing protocol will be implemented to address
bathing safety.
A. The bathing action and outcome must clearly state the risk factors being
addressed.
B. The individual’s personal physician and/or occupational or physical
therapist may be involved in the development of the bathing protocol.
C. Staff charged with implementing the bathing protocol will receive
training. Written instructions and a signed training log are required to
ensure staff training requirements are met.
D. The written bathing protocol must be readily accessible to staff who
monitor or assist an individual while bathing. “Readily accessible” means
that the protocol is posted in the bathing area and/or is contained in a
binder or notebook that the staff may take into the bathing area for
reference.
E. The attending person, where applicable, (individual has the capacity to
make desires known and there is more than one person to choose from)
may be selected by the individual in Developmental Disabilities Services.
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
