WHEREAS, the National Center ofElder Abuse (NCEA) and Adult Protective Services ofMontana 
recognize the importance of taking action to raise awareness, prevent, and address elder abuse; and 

WHEREAS, it is up to all ofus to ensure that proper social structures exist so people can retain community 
and societal connection, which reduces the likelihood ofabuse; and 

WHEREAS, preventing abuse ofolder adults through maintaining and improving social supports like senior 
centers, human services, and transportation will allow aging populations to continue to live as independently 
as possible and contribute to our communities; and 

WHEREAS, where there is justice there can be no abuse, therefore, Adult Protective Services urges all people 
to restore justice by honoring older adults;
